Police personnel, in general, and forensic personnel, in particular, are routinely
exposed to situations in which biological materials are present. Death
investigations, suicides, and sexual assault represent only a few of the instances in
which biological and trace evidence needs to be located, documented, and
collected. Forensic service personnel must be able to do this in an effective yet
safe, manner. This three-day workshop is designed to help the student do just
that.
